Classical Greek Education:

Elementary School (since 6-7 years): reading, writing, calculating, playing music and singing, gymnastics, literature
Higher School (since 13-14): either philosophical (like Academy of Plato, or Lyceum of Aristotle), or rhetorical (for pubic service);

Roman Education:

Elementary School (since 6-7): reading, writing, calculating; Grammar School (since 12-13): Latin and Greek, Literature; Rhetoric School (at age 16): for public service

Early Middle Ages 476-1000 
Till 800: depopulation, deurbanization, no reading skills except monastries, where education is devoted just to religious needs (math for calculation of the dates of religious festivals);
Studying of trivium and quadrivium (7 liberal Arts) began in a Monastery school of Cassiodorus (485-585) with the textbooks translated by Boethius (480-524) from Greek into Latin: Arithmetics of Nikomachus, etc., rudiments of math only for religious needs
800-888:  Empire of Charlemagne, Carolingian renaissance: monastic and cathedral schools everywhere to train men of civil service;
10th century: invasions of Vikings, Saracens, and Magyars 
High Middle Ages 1000-1300

Growth of population, development of towns, inventions: windmill, mechanical clock, transparent glass, eyeglasses, 3-field rotation system, horse collar, gunpowder, cannons, 
Building technology, Gothic style (in 12-16th centuries)

The first Universities appeared as autonomous guilds (corporations) of students and teachers

1088 University of Bologna, organized and paid by the students, specialization in Law

1150 University of Paris, organized by teachers and paid by Chirch, specialization in Theology
1167 University of Oxford, paid by king
1208 U. of Palencia, 1209 U. of Cambridge, 1218 U. of Salamanca, 1220 U. of Montpelier,
1222 U. of Padua, 1224 U. of Naples, 1229 U. of Toulouse
Scholasticism a philosophical and theological method: defending a dogm via Aristotelian Logic.

Six years of education were devoted to the 7 liberal arts, divided into the preliminary Trivium (Grammar, Rhetoric, Logic) and Quadrivium (Arithmetic, Geometry, Music, and Astronomy).

An honor degree of a Master of Arts (Magister Artium in Latin) was giving a license for public lecturing. Continuation of education was possible on the higher faculties of Law, Theology, or Medicine, which could continue for 12 years and was culminating with a Doctor Degree.
Low Middle Ages 1300-1453
End of grows. Population of France dropped 50% in 1300-1350, then recovery till 1450.
1315-1317 Great Famine: heavy rains and cool at summer, peasants could not afford bread

1337-1453 100 Year’s War (France) “Free Companies”–independent armies of mercenaries
1347-1350 Black Death killed 35 millions in Europe (1/3 of population), plague repeated often
Popular revolts: 1356-58 Jacquerie in France; 1381 Great Rising in England; 1323-28Flanders. 
1378-1418 Great Schism (two and later three rival popes, each supported by a number of states)

Herecy: Jan Hus burned at 1415
Climite change: Medieval Warm period (950-1250) changed by the Little Ice Age (1350-1850)
