1603-1651 Accademia dei Lincei in Rome
1657 Accademia del Cimento is created in Florence by students of Galileo, it was funded by Prince Leopoldo and Grand Duke Ferdinando II de' Medici.
1660 Royal Society of London is created with 12 foundational members,

it is based on previously existing Gresham Colledge group created in 1645, under guiding spirit of Francis Bacon; in 1662 Royal Charter is signed by Charles II, Robert Hooke was the Curator of Experiments for weekly meetings. Since 1665 Philosophical Transactions of the Royal Society was published.
1666 French Academy of Science was created by Louis XIV by suggestion of Colbert based on learned societies such as the “Academy of Mersenne”, since 1699 had meetings in Louvre, 
(the humanitarian French Academy was created in 1645 by Louis XIII  and Richelieau)
Math Sciences: Geometry, Mechanics, Astronomy
Physical Sciences: Chemistry, Botany, Anatomy

Since 1721 system of competition, Grand Prix is awarded
